PROPOSED PROJECT:
A Preliminary Parcel Map for the 
subdivision of one (1) lot into three 
(3) small lots on a site that totals 6,005 
square-feet. The project proposes the 
demolition of a single-family dwelling and 
an accessory building and the construction 
of three (3) new single-family dwellings 
with two (2) new attached Accessory 
Dwelling Units (ADUs). Lot 1 will consist 
of 1,992 square-feet of lot area and will 
be developed with a new 1,530 square-
foot single-family dwelling “A” and a 626 
square-foot attached ADU that together 
will be four-stories with a maximum height 
of 35 feet and 5.5 inches. Lot 2 will consist 
of 1,755 square-feet of lot area and will 
be developed with a new 1,802 square-
foot single-family dwelling “B” and an 870 
square-foot attached ADU that together 
will be four-stories with a maximum height 
of 35 feet and 7.5 inches.
