1. NEGLIGENCE DEMAND FOR JURY 
TRIAL

COMES NOW Plaintiff WILBER TOMAS 
BENITEZ ALEMAN, an indiv idual 
(hereinafter “PLAINTIFF”) for Causes

GENERAL ALLEGATIONS
1. The claims set forth herein arise from 
a motor vehicle collision that occurred 
on January 16, 2020, in the City of Van 
Nuys, County of Los Angeles, California 
(hereinafter “SUBJECT INCIDENT”), 
which caused severe personal injuries to

The full extent 
of the facts linking such fictitiously sued 
DEFENDANTS is unknown to PLAINTIFF. 
PLAINTIFF is informed, bel ieves, 
and thereon alleges that each of the 
DEFENDANTS designated herein as a 
DOE was, and is, negligent, and/or in 
some other actionable manner, responsible 
for the events and happenings hereinafter 
referred to, and thereby negligently, and/
or in some other actionable manner, legally 
and proximately caused the hereinafter 
described injuries and damages to 
PLAINTIFF.

6. PLAINTIFF’S injuries occurred at said 
PREMISES in the City of Van Nuys, which 
falls within the Los Angeles County Judicial 
District, and this Court is therefore the 
proper Court in which to bring this action, 
pursuant to Code of Civil Procedure 
sections 395 and 396.
7. PLAINTIFF is informed, believes, 
and thereon alleges that the SUBJECT 
INCIDENT occurred on January 16, 2020, 
when PLAINTIFF was the restrained 
operator of a 2014 Kia Optima (hereinafter

other defendant as an agent, servant, 
employee, successor in interest, and/or 
joint venturer.
