(“WOOD”) is an individual residing in the 
County of Los Angeles, State of California.
4. The true names and capacities of 
Defendants, DOES 1 through 25, inclusive, 
are unknown to Plaintiff at this time, who 
therefore sues said defendants by such 
fictitious names.

8. On or about August 10, 2022, 
GUTTERMASTERS entered into an 
Equipment Finance Agreement (“EFA”) 
with LEAF, Contract No. 100-XXX0441-
001, to finance the purchase of a 2016 
Ditch With JT25 Directional Drill, along with 
certain other equipment (collectively the 
“0441 Equipment”) for a term of sixty (60) 
months. True and correct copies of the EFA 
along with any
modifications, amendments, addenda, 
assignments and supplements thereto¹ 
and more particularly describing the 0441 
Equipment are attached hereto, marked 
as Exhibit 1, and incorporated herein by 
this reference.
9. GUTTERMASTERS breached the 
terms of the Agreement, as modified by 
the Restructure Agreement, when it failed 
to make the monthly installment due on 
July 8, 2024, and all payments coming due 
thereafter.
10. Pursuant to the terms of the EFA, upon 
GUTTERMASTERS’ default, LEAF elected 
to accelerate the balance of the EFA. As a 
result, the following amounts are now due:
35 remaining payments @ $3,180.81 
discounted @ 3%: $106,569.19
7 past due payments as follows: 6 @

19. On or about October 31, 2022, 
GUTTERMASTERS entered into an EFA 
with Oakmont Capital Services (“EFA2”). 
True and correct copies of the EFA2 along 
with any modifications, amendments, 
addenda, assignments and supplements 
thereto are attached hereto, marked as 
Exhibit 3, and incorporated herein by this 
reference.
20. EFA2 was subsequently assigned by 
Oakmont Capital Services to LEAF and 
given contract no. 100-XXX0221-001. 
A true and correct copy of the Notice of 
Assignment is attached hereto, marked as 
Exhibit 4, and incorporated herein by this 
reference.
21. The purpose of EFA2 was to finance 
the purchase of a 2022 Ditch Witch 
2550GR GPR (Ground Penetrating 
Radar) Subsite SN: 8492897 (the “0221 
Equipment”) for a term of sixty (60) months.
22. As part of the terms of the EFA2, 
Oakmont recorded its interest in the 
Equipment with the California Secretary 
of State by filing a UCC-1 Financing 
Statement. A true and correct copy of 
the UCC Financing Statement reflecting 
Oakmont’s interest in the 0221 Equipment 
is attached hereto as Exhibit 5 and 
incorporated herein by this reference.
23. LEAF was then added as a secured 
party with the filing of an updated UCC 
Financing Statement. A true and correct 
copy of this updated UCC Financing 
Statement reflecting LEAF’S interest in 
the 0221 Equipment is attached hereto as 
Exhibit 6 and incorporated herein by this 
reference.
24. GUTTERMASTERS breached the 
terms of the EFA2, when it failed to make 
the monthly installment due on May 
6, 2024, and all payments coming due 
thereafter.
25. Pursuant to the terms of the EFA2, 
upon GUTTERMASTERS’ default, Plaintiff 
elected to accelerate the balance of the 
EFA2. As a result, the following amounts 
are now due:

31. By virtue of the above, WOOD is liable 
for all sums set forth in the Third Cause 
of Action.
32. Plaintiff has made demand on 
WOOD for payment due as a result of the 
guaranty, but WOOD has refused to pay 
Plaintiff or otherwise honor the guaranty.
33. Said guaranty also provides for the 
payment of reasonable attorney’s fees 
should legal action be instituted to enforce 
the payment thereof. LEAF has retained

and is therefore entitled to reasonable 
attorney’s fees.

FIFTH CAUSE OF ACTION
(Claim and Delivery Against All 

Defendants)
34. Plaintiff repeats, reiterates and 
incorporates herein by this reference 
the allegations set forth in paragraphs 1 
through 33, as though set forth at length 
herein.
35. Plaintiff is informed and believes and 
thereon alleges that the 0221 Equipment 
is in the possession or under the control of 
Defendants.
36. Plaintiff is informed and believes that 
the 0221 Equipment is currently located at:
