4. Plaintiff is informed and believes, and on 
that basis alleges, that at all relevant times 
Defendant, ANDY LOPEZ, was and is an 
individual residing in the State of California 
and was the driver of the 2006 Mini Cooper 
vehicle in which Plaintiff was a passenger 
at the time of the incident.
5. Plaintiff is informed and believes, and 
on that basis alleges, that at all relevant 
times Defendant, CARLOS LOPEZ, 
was and is an individual residing in the 
State of California and was the owner of 
the 2006 Mini Cooper vehicle involved in 

the incident, which was being operated 
by Defendant ANDY LOPEZ with the 
knowledge, permission, and consent of 
Defendant CARLOS LOPEZ.
6. The true names and capacities, 
whether individual, corporate, associate, 
or otherwise, of Defendants named herein 
as DOES 1 through 50, inclusive, are 
unknown to Plaintiff, who therefore sues 
said Defendants by such fictitious names.

FACTUAL ALLEGATIONS OF THE 
INCIDENT

8. On or about April 30, 2023, Plaintiff, 
EMILY STANLEY, was a passenger in a 
2006 Mini Cooper vehicle operated by 
Defendant, ANDY LOPEZ, and owned by 
Defendant, CARLOS LOPEZ. The vehicle 
was being driven at or near the intersection 
of Century Boulevard and Martin Luther 
King Jr. Boulevard in the City of Lynwood, 
County of Los Angeles, State of California.
9. At the same approximate time and 
location, Defendant, CAMERIN LEE, was 
the owner and operator of a 2011 VOLKS 
CC vehicle.
10. At the same approximate time and 
location, Defendant, GHAID ALNASERI, 
was the owner and operator of a 2015 
TOYOTA PRIUS vehicle.
11. At said time and place, the vehicles 
operated by Defendants ANDY LOPEZ, 
CAMERIN LEE, and GHAID ALNASERI 
were so negligently and carelessly 
operated, maintained, and controlled as 
to cause them to violently collide with one 
another.
12. The aforement ioned col l is ion 
was a direct and proximate result of 
the negligence and carelessness of 
Defendants ANDY LOPEZ, CAMERIN 
LEE, and GHAID ALNASERI.
13. As a direct and proximate result of the 
negligence of said Defendants, and each 
of them, Plaintiff EMILY STANLEY was 
violently thrown about within the vehicle 
and sustained severe and lasting physical 
injuries, pain, suffering, and emotional 
distress, necessitating significant medical 
care and treatment.
14. Following the collision, Plaintiff EMILY 
STANLEY was transported to a local 
hospital for emergency medical treatment 
for the severe injuries she sustained in the 
incident.
15. On April 30, 2023, while under medical 
care for her injuries, Plaintiff’s condition 
began to deteriorate. At approximately 
14:20, she was documented as having 
initial hypotension.
16. At approximately 16:00, Plaintiff 
became unresponsive and was noted to be 
desaturating.
17. Plaintiff’s condition continued to 
decline precipitously, with her SpO2 levels 
dropping to 62% by 16:15 and to 52% by 
16:30.
18. As a result of her worsening critical 
condition, at approximately 19:00, Plaintiff 
required intubation and was placed on a 
ventilator.
19. The medical care and treatment 
provided to Plaintiff by her healthcare 
providers, named herein as Defendants 
DOES 1 through 50, and each of them, 
fell below the applicable standard of 
care. This negligence and carelessness 
contributed to and exacerbated the injuries, 
pain, suffering, and damages sustained 
by Plaintiff.
20. On information and belief, Plaintiff’s 
medical providers, including but not 
limited to those named herein as DOES 
1 through 50, breached the standard of 
care in numerous ways. These breaches 
included, but were not limited to, delaying 
the administration of medication to treat the 
initial hypotension documented at 14:20.
21. On information and belief, despite a 
note at 16:00 indicating a “Stat ABG order 
in” when Plaintiff became unresponsive 
and was desaturating, the order was not 
entered into the computer system until 
17:08, constituting an unreasonable delay 
of over an hour for a critical test.
22. On information and belief, Plaintiff’s 
medical providers failed to properly 
communicate to the treating physician 
the increasing requirements for pressor 
medications and Plaintiff’s lack of an 
adequate blood pressure response, even 
as the Levophed was maxed out at 17:31.
23. On information and belief, Plaintiff’s 
medical providers failed to obtain 
and document any blood pressure 
measurements between approximately 
18:00 and 18:45, a critical period during 
which Plaintiff’s condition was rapidly 
declining.
24. On information and belief, despite a 
stated plan of care at 18:00 to “collect a 
stat CBC BMP,” the order for the stat CBC 
was not entered into the computer system 
until 19:00, another significant delay in 
performing critical diagnostics.

FIRST CAUSE OF ACTION
(Motor Vehicle Negligence)

(Against Defendants CAMERIN LEE, 
GHAID ALNASERI, ANDY LOPEZ, 
CARLOS LOPEZ, and DOES 1-25, 

Inclusive)
25. Plaintiff repeats and realleges 
paragraphs 1 through 24 of this First 
Amended Complaint and incorporates 
them herein by this reference as though 
fully set forth at length.
26. At all relevant times, Defendants 
CAMERIN LEE, GHAID ALNASERI, and 
ANDY LOPEZ, and each of them, had a 
duty to operate their motor vehicles with 
reasonable care, to maintain a proper 
lookout for other vehicles and persons on 
the roadway, and to otherwise operate their 
vehicles in a safe and prudent manner 
so as to avoid causing injury to others, 
including Plaintiff.

CARLOS LOPEZ, as the owner of the 
2006 Mini Cooper involved in the collision, 
had a duty to exercise reasonable care 
in the entrustment of his vehicle and is 
vicariously liable for injuries resulting 
from the permissive use of his vehicle by 
another.

intersection of Century Boulevard and 
Martin Luther King Jr. Boulevard in the City 
of Lynwood, California, as to cause their 
vehicles to be involved in a violent collision.
29. As a direct and proximate result 
of the negligence and carele ssness of 
Defendants CAMERIN LEE, GHAID 
ALNASERI, ANDY LOPEZ, CARLOS

The full extent of these expenses 
is not yet known, and Plaintiff will seek 
leave to amend this Complaint to state 
such amounts when they have been 
ascertained.
37. As a further direct and proximate result 
of the negligence of said Defendants, and 
each of them, Plaintiff has sustained a 
loss of wages and a permanent diminution 
of her earning capacity. The amount of 
such losses is not fully known at this time, 
and Plaintiff will seek leave to amend this 
Complaint to state such amounts when 
they become known.

PRAYER FOR RELIEF
WHEREFORE, Plaintiff prays for judgment 
against Defendants, and each of them, 
as follows:
1. For general damages in an amount 
according to proof;
