COMPLAINT
Plaintiff ANITA CORTES REGINO, by 
and through counsel De Castroverde 
Law Group, hereby complains against 
Defendants as follows:

Jurisdiction & Parties
1. The Eighth Judicial District Court has 
jurisdiction of this tort action pursuant to 
NRCP 8(a)(4), NRS 13.040, and NRS 
41.130, as all the events alleged in this 
Complaint took place in Clark County, 
Nevada, and the amount in controversy 
exceeds $15,000.

(“Plaintiff”) is, and at all times relevant to 
this Complaint was, a resident of Clark 
County, Nevada.
3. Upon information and belief, Defendant 
VICTOR LEZAMA (“Defendant”) is, and at 
all times relevant to this Complaint was, a 
resident of Clark County, Nevada.
4. The true names and capacities of 
Defendants DOE I-X and Defendants 
ROE CORPORATIONS I-X are unknown 
to Plaintiff at this time. Therefore, Plaintiff 
sues these Defendants by such fictitious 
names and when their true names and 
capacities are learned, Plaintiff will amend 
this Complaint accordingly. Plaintiff 
believes each of these Defendants is 
responsible in some way for the injuries 
and damages suffered by Plaintiff.

Factual Allegations
5. On December 17, 2024, Plaintiff was 
driving northbound on North Rancho Drive 
near the intersection of West Sunset Drive 
in Las Vegas, Clark County, Nevada.
6. Defendant was driving behind Plaintiff 
when Defendant caused a motor vehicle 
collision by rear-ending Plaintiff.

14. Because Defendant failed to obey 
NRS 484B and drive in a reasonably 
safe manner, Defendant was negligent/
negligent per se.
15. As a result of Defendant’s negligence/
negligence per se, Plaintiff suffered 
damages including, but not limited to, 
bodily injuries, pain, and suffering.

Conclusion
Plaintiff has been required to retain the 
services of an attorney to prosecute this 
action and, expressly reserving the right to 
amend this Complaint, prays for judgment 
against Defendants as follows:
1. General damages in excess of $15,000;
