An ordinance amending Section 8.27 
of Article 3 of Chapter 3 of the Los 
Angeles Administrative Code to extend 
the timeframe for the City Council’s 
considerat ion of local emergency 
declarations from 30 days to 60 days.

THE PEOPLE OF THE
CITY OF LOS ANGELES

DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:
Section 1. The second unnumbered 
paragraph of Section 8.27 of Article 
3 of Chapter 3 of the Los Angeles 
Administrative Code is amended to read 
as follows:
Whenever a local emergency is declared 
by the Mayor, the General Manager of 
the Emergency Management Department 
shall prepare, with the assistance of the 
City Attorney, a resolution ratifying the 
existence of a local emergency and the 
need for continuing the state of local 
emergency. The resolution shall be 
submitted by the Mayor to the City Clerk 
for presentation to the Council. The Council 
shall approve or disapprove the resolution 
within seven days from the date of the 
original declaration by the Mayor and at 
least every ten regular Council meeting 
days, but no longer than 60 calendar 
days, thereafter unless the state of local 
emergency is terminated sooner.
Sec. 2. The City Clerk shall certify to 
the passage of this ordinance and have 
it published in accordance with Council 
policy, either in a daily newspaper 
circulated in the City of Los Angeles or by 
posting for ten days in three public places 
in the City of Los Angeles: one copy on the 
bulletin board located at the Main Street 
entrance to the Los Angeles City Hall; one 
copy on the bulletin board located at the 
Main Street entrance to the Los Angeles 
City Hall East; and one copy on the 
bulletin board located at the Temple Street 
entrance to the Los Angeles County Hall 
of Records.
